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WOMEN'S RIGHTS IN VIETNAMESE LAW BEFORE 1945 AND REFERENCE VALUES

Abstract: This article analyses, evaluates, and compares the legal provisions of Vietham during
the feudal period and the French colonial period regarding women's rights to highlight the
development and progress of the law in recognising and ensuring more rights for women. During the
feudal period, due to the influence of Confucian ideology based on the principle of 'three obediences
and four virtues," although some rights of women were recognised and protected in ancient laws but
only to a certain extent, women's status was generally inferior to that of men. In the modern period,
influenced by Western laws, especially the principle of equality before the law for all citizens, many
personal and property rights of women were recognised on par with men. Along with legal reforms,
the women's rights movement in the early 20" century laid the foundation for the struggle for gender
equality in Vietnam. The legal acknowledgment, along with social movements to raise public
awareness, ensure women'’s rights still hold reference values for Vietnam today.
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
