Abstract: The capital of each country is of special importance because it serves not only as the
administrative and political centre of such country but also plays a crucial role in promoting
economic development and strengthening integration and globalisation. Therefore, the government of
each country’s capital needs specially designed regulations on administrative decentralisation and
organisational structure. The draft Law on the Capital (Amended) needs to be examined, and learn
from the experiences of some countries in the Asia region, as they have many similarities in terms of
economic, cultural, political, and social development with Vietnam. This article studies the
experiences of decentralisation and delegation of power to urban governments, especially the capital
cities of South Korea, Thailand, and Japan, with the aim of making recommendations for the draft
Law on the Capital (Amended).
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
