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REGULATORY QUALITY INDICATOR FOR VIETNAM’S POLICIES AND LAWS: ASSESSMENT
AND SOLUTIONS FOR IMPROVEMENT

Abstract: In the context of modernisation, the need to assess the current situation of public
governance by identifying shortcomings and limitations through reliable indicators has become
increasingly urgent in Vietnam. This article analyses the Regulatory Quality (RQ) indicators within
the Worldwide Governance Indicators framework issued by the World Bank in order to clarify the
significance, status, and development trends of Vietham in comparison with ASEAN countries and
selected nations. The research findings indicate that Vietnam’s RQ index during the 2013-2023 period
showed a slight upward trend but remained low compared to the ASEAN average, particularly lagging
behind Singapore, Malaysia, and Thailand. The article also identifies a clear correlation between
institutional limitations in policy-making and low RQ scores, thereby underscoring the urgency of
legal and governance reforms to improve Vietnam’s standing in the World Bank’s rankings.
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
