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ENSURING THE RIGHT TO EDUCATION ON HUMAN RIGHTS FOR PERSONS WITH
DISABILITIES IN VIETNAM TODAY

Abstract: The right to education on human rights is both an independent and an instrumental
right that contributes to raising awareness, fostering social participation, and safeguarding human
dignity. For persons with disabilities, this right holds particular significance as it helps dismantle
societal barriers to the full realisation of their human rights. In Vietnam, efforts to ensure the right to
education on human rights for persons with disabilities have yielded some achievements in establishing
a basic legal framework, but its practical implementation remains insufficient when measured against
international standards. The article focuses on clarifying the concept, content, purposes, requirements,
and characteristics of ensuring the right to education on human rights for persons with disabilities;
while also assessing the current situation of ensuring this right in Vietnam. Drawing on the experiences
of Canada, South Korea, and Australia, the article identifies major shortcomings in Vietnam’s law
and proposes feasible solutions, including enacting a Law on Anti-Discrimination, amending the Law
on Persons with Disabilities, reforming human rights education, and enhancing the participation of
persons with disabilities.
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
