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VIETNAM’S LEGAL FRAMEWORK ON EXTEND PRODUCER RESPONSIBILITY: CURRENT
STATUS AND SOME RECOMMENDATIONS

Abstract: Extended producer responsibility (EPR) emerged in a number of developed market
countries in the late 1980s as a tool employed in urban areas to respond to the increase in waste
volumes and public opposition to the placement of landfills and incinerators. In Vietham, EPR has
been stipulated in the 2005 Law on Environmental Protection, followed by the 2014 Law on
Environmental Protection and currently the 2020 Law on Environmental Protection. Although the
2020 Law on Environmental Protection and its guiding documents have basically overcome the
shortcomings of previous environmental protection laws on EPR, they do not constitute a complete
legal framework for EPR implementation in Vietnam. By analysing current legal provisions on EPR in
Vietnam as well as in some other countries, the article highlights several limitations and proposes
some recommendations to improve the legal framework on EPR in Vietnam.
